DAY 04: CAMERON HIGHLANDS 
 
Breakfast in the hotel. 
 
A fascinating tour which covers every aspect of Cameron Highlands. Our first stop will be the highest peak in Cameron Highlands - Mount Brinchang and 
get a spectacular view of Cameron Highlands. From here we take an interesting walk, which is a must for nature lovers. You will able to see many kinds of 
flora along this trail, which includes the Pitcher Plant, various types of ferns, mosses and herbs. During the flowering season, you may see the beautiful 
blossoms of Rhododendrons and wild Orchids. Varieties of butterflies can also be observed flying at peak on good sunny days. 
 
Before we break for lunch, we take a short drive to Sungai Palas Tea factory, where you able to experience how tea leaves are process into tea, we 
continue our tour to vegetable farms. We will walk you through to this very fertile farmland in the heart of the vegetable farm. Visit these magnificent 
terraces and understand the typical lifestyle of the farmers and the method of cultivation.

Its most famous historical site is Fort 
Cornwallis, which was built by the British East India Company in 1808. Khoo Kongsi is the most famous clan house in Penang. It is a magnificent example 
of old Chinese architecture and intricate woodcarving. From here we visit the third largest reclining Buddha statue in the world measuring 33 meters long. 
The Botanical Garden one of the oldest botanical garden in Asia, with its 30 hectares of lustful greenery and free roaming monkeys, is indeed a pleasant 
place to stroll.
